You can reach Gent from the airport by train. The train station is situated in the airport building. Several trains per hour have Gent as destination. Direct trains to Gent have as destination De Panne (travelling time: 57 minutes) or Gent Sint Pieters (travelling time: 1 hour 23 minutes). For other options, you have to change trains in Brussels.

2. Workshop venue
